The Purpose of Operating System software is to : 

&nbsp;&nbsp; 1. Control Hardware ( devices ) e.g. Mouse &amp; printer drivers

&nbsp;&nbsp; 2. Provide a &quot;graphical user interface&quot; between the user and the hardware. - e.g. Command, Menu, Graphical.

&nbsp;&nbsp; 3. Control the reading and writing of data to disc. ( Read ! Write ) - e.g. DOS ( Disc Operating System )

&nbsp;&nbsp; 4. Provide MEMORY MANAGEMENT - e.g. Multiprogramming

&nbsp;&nbsp; 5. Detect and then display error messages when the hardware or software fails.
